GUIDELINES FOR POST GRADUATE INDIRA GANDHI SCHOLARSHIP FOR
SINGLE GIRL CHILD

1. INTRODUCTION

It is observed that number of girls as against boys in certain states is declining which is a matter of
great concern. The females are even forced to give birth to male child. In such circumstances
education of women needs to be used and effective means for their empowerment and education will
prepare them to have a control over their lives. The mindset which militates against the girl child
could not keep pace with economic progress and literacy. The Government of India declared
elementary education as a basic human right of every child. The Union Government of India has
taken various steps to uplift the status of women by implementing various schemes including free
education for girls. In order to achieve and promote girls education, UGC has introduced a Post
Graduate Indira Gandhi Scholarship for Single Girl Child with an aim to compensate direct costs of
girl education to all levels especially for such girls who happen to be the only girl child in their
family.

2. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the proposed scheme are:
a) To support post graduate education of single girl child in postgraduate courses only.
b) To recognize the value of observance of small family norm.

3. TARGETGROUP

e  Girl students who are admitted in the first year of PG courses in the following Universities /
Colleges and happen to be the only girl child in the family:

e Universities/Institutions/Colleges included under section 2(f) & and 12(B) of UGC Act.

e Deemed to be Universities included under Section 3 of the UGC Act, 1956 and eligible to
receive grants-in-aid from UGC. Those Deemed Universities which do not receive funds
from the Central/ State Government are not eligible institutions under the scheme.

e Universities/Institutions/College funded by Central/State Government.

e Institutes of National Importance.

e @irl students without having any brother or the girl student who are twin daughters/ fraternal
daughter may also apply for scholarship under the aforesaid scheme. In a family if one son
and one daughter is available then girl child will not be considered for scholarship under the
scheme.

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SCHEME OF ‘POST-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP’ FOR STUDENTS BELONGING TO
THE MINORITY COMMUNITIES

1. BACKGROUND

The Prime Minister's New 15 Point Programme for the Welfare of Minorities was
announced in June, 2006. It provides that a post-matric scholarship scheme for
meritorious students from minority communities would be implemented.

2, OBJECTIVE

The objective of the scheme is to award scholarships to meritorious students belonging
to economically weaker sections of minority community so as to provide them better
opportunities for higher education, increase their rate of attainment in higher education
and enhance their employability.

3. SCOPE

The scholarship is to be awarded for studies in India in a government or private higher
secondary school/college/university, including such residential institutes of the
Government and eligible private institutes selected and notified in a transparent manner
by the State Government/Union Territory Administration concerned. It will also cover
technical and vocational courses in Industrial Training Institutes/ Industrial Training
Centres affiliated with the National Council for Vocational Training (NCVT) of classes Xl
and XII level including Polytechnics and other courses (any course of less than one
year duration is not covered under this scheme; Certificate courses are also not
covered).

4, ELIGIBILITY

Scholarship will be awarded to the students who have secured not less than 50% marks
or equivalent grade in the previous final examination and the annual income of whose
parents/guardians from all sources does not exceed Rs.2.00 lakh.

11. DISTRIBUTION

Muslims, Sikhs, Christians, Buddhists, Jain and Zoroastrians (Parsis) have been
notified as minority communities under Section 2 (c) of the National Commission for
Minorities Act, 1992. A total of five (05) lakh scholarships are targeted to be distributed
as ‘Fresh’ Scholarships, besides, Renewal scholarships. The distribution of scholarship
among the States/Union Territories will be made on the basis of population of minorities
in the States/Union Territories as per Census 2001 for 2017-18 and as per the
‘ ”\opulatlon of minorities in the States/Union Territories of Census 2011 for 2018-19 and
N ‘2@19 -20 (as per Appendices- A & B). -

ii) If the physical target of scholarship for a particular minority community in a
state/UT is not utilized, it will be distributed among the same minority
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community in other States/UTs strictly in accordance with merit and without
disturbing the national ratio. Any unutilized community quota shall be distributed
amongst other communities again in accordance with merit and without
affecting the overall national quota.

iii) A student residing in a particular State/UT will be entitled for scholarship under
the quota of that State/UT only irrespective of his/her place of study.

7. SELECTION PROCEDURE

Fresh - As the number of scholarships for minorities available in a year is fixed and
limited, it is necessary to lay down preference for selection. Inter-se selection weightage
is to be given to poverty rather than marks (the applicant is required to submit an
income certificate as per para-11(ii)). In case of same income, merit shall be generated
from ‘Date of Birth’ criteria of applicant (senior is preferred).

Renewal — There is no merit list generation for renewal cases. Renewal applicant will
get the scholarship if one has obtained 50% in his/her previous year’'s examinations (at
the same institute and in same course) and his/her application is verified by all
authorities (as designated by Ministry of Minority Affairs) and approved by State
Governments/UTs.

8. DURATION

The scholarships shall be provided for the entire course of the academic year.
Maintenance allowance will be given as fixed lump sum amount in an academic year
(as per para-9 below) for 2017-18 to 2019-20.

9. RATES OF SCHOLARSHIP

Actual financial assistance will be provided for admission & course /tuition fee and
maintenance allowance as given below subject to a maximum ceiling indicated against
item concerned for 2017-20.

10. IMPLEMENTING AGENCIES

The scheme is being implemented/funded by Ministry of Minority Affairs through the
States/UT’s Administration.

11. CONDITIONS FOR SCHOLARSHIP

(i) Scholarship will be awarded to the students studying in Classes XI and XII
including technical and vocational courses of this level including Polytechnics,
ITls, and other courses.

(i) An Income Certificate, issued from a Competent Authority in the State/UT
Governments is required in respect of parent/guardian of the student.

(iii) A Self-Certified Community Certificate is required from the student who has
attained 18 years of age. For others the Community Certificate certified by
parent/guardian of the student is required.

(iv) The continuance of award (for Renewal applicants) will be subject to

securing 50% marks in the previous year's examination (provided the students
pursues the same course and same Institute/School).
(v) Maintenance allowance will be provided to hostellers and day scholars.

(vi)  Scholarship will not be given to more than two students from a family (applicable
for all Scholarship schemes meant for minorities under this Ministry taken
together).

(vii)  Students should be regular in attendance for which the yardstick will be decided
by the competent authority of the school.

(viii)  The school/institute will certify the claim of student of being an outstation student
not residing in hostel of the school/institute concerned on the basis of permanent
address and parents’ address.

(ix) Migration of students from one school/institute to another is not allowed for
renewal applicants during the period of academic course.

(x) If a student violates school discipline or any other terms and conditions of the

scholarship, scholarship may be suspended or cancelled. The State

Government/Union Territory Administration can also directly cancel the award if

duly satisfied of the reasons of violation of these regulations governing the

scheme.

1. Objective
To provide financial assistance to meritorious students from poor families to meet a

part of their day-to-day expenses while pursuing higher studies.

2. Scope
The scholarships are awarded by Ministry of Education, Government of India on the
basis of results of Higher Secondary / Class XII Board Examination. A maximum of
82,000 fresh scholarships per annum are provided for pursuing graduate /
postgraduate degree in colleges and universities and for professional courses, such as

Medical, Engineering etc.

3. Allocation of Scholarship
The total number of scholarships are divided amongst the State Education Boards
based on the State’s population in the age group of 18-25 years, after segregating
share of CBSE and ICSE on the basis of number of students passing out from various
Boards in the country. 50% of the scholarships are earmarked for girls. Out of the
total scholarship slots earmarked for UTs of Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh, 3% slots
shall be earmarked for the students from the UT of Ladakh. The number of
scholarships allotted to a State Education Board is distributed amongst pass outs of
the Humanities, Science and Commerce streams in the ratio of 3:3:1.

GUIDELINES FOR POST GRADUATE MERIT SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME FOR
UNIVERSITY RANK HOLDERS AT UNDER GRADUATE LEVEL

1. INTRODUCTION

Higher Education has had played a very vital role in the history of nation building all over the
world. It is amply clear that no rise in general standards of living and culture is possible without
strengthening the higher education system in the country. It obviously calls for a multipronged
strategy. There is a need to modernize our higher education system, and equally important to
continuously attract young and talented students to pursue higher education. It is being
increasingly observed that the brighter lot is not pursuing Post-Graduate education in our
institutions of higher learning.

To emerge as a powerful nation, there is an urgent need to bring in talented boys and girls in the
field of Post-Graduate education by way of providing them good incentives in the form of
scholarships. The UGC, therefore, introduced a Post-Graduate Merit Scholarship Scheme for
University undergraduate rank holders.

The scholarship may be tenable for a period of two years to enable the rank holders of each
university at undergraduate level to pursue their Master’s Degree. All universities/degree
awarding institutions would be required to issue rank certificates to the toppers of the university
in B.A., B.Sc., and B.Com.

The purpose of this scheme is to attract talent for pursuing post graduate studies besides
strengthening the basic subjects at Undergraduate level. The awardees, under this scheme, can
pursue their Postgraduate programme in any area of specialization in any institution of higher
learning in the country.

2. OBJECTIVES OF THE SCHEME

The objectives of the scheme are:
2.1. To promote and nurture talent;
2.2. To reward meritorious students with outstanding performance at the Under graduate level
for pursuing postgraduate studies;
3-To promote study in basic courses at undergraduate level. Professional courses are not
covmpd under the scheme;
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3. TARGET GROUP

3.1 The First and Second Rank holders at undergraduate level and admitted in any Postgraduate
Course would be awarded the scholarship. The students will have to submit the proof of
their merit position at undergraduate level as well as their admission in postgraduate courses
as per Annexure-I.

3.2 The scholarship would, however, be subjected to securing a minimum of sixty percent
marks at undergraduate level. The joining report has to be uploaded as per format at
Anenxure-II.

3.3 The scheme is applicable to such students who have taken admission in regular, full-time
Master’s Degree course in any recognized university, deemed university, private university,
autonomous college or a post graduate college.

4. ELIGIBILITY

4, Formarmied women schalars, the scholarship will be admissible at full rates in the case
of absence on ground of matemity if the head of the institution r:mmmrlnﬂﬂ- the aﬂﬂthiF'n and
certificates that the scholar is likely to make up the deficiency in lecturers and studies during the
rest of peniod of the course of studies,

5. The awardge will get the scholarship as long as he/she is on the rolls of an institution
subject to sub rule {2) above. If on sccount of prolonged illness or by other vaild reasons the q
awardee name s struek off the rolls of the institutions/he/she will be entitled to the restoration of
the scholarship or re-admission and on the recommendation of the head of the institution,

6. The scholarship and fee concession shall be sanctioned by the Director of Education
and disbursed through the head of the institution in which the student is studying.

IX. Miscellaneous concessions ;

a.  Educational Tours - Students studying in the mainland instimtions will be granted the
actual expenditure incurred on their behalf for educational tours undertaken on the recommenda-
tion of the head of the instintions.

b.  Winter clothing allowance : Students who are compelled by the nature of courses o
reside the area where winter is severe will addition, be granted a single lumpsum of Rs. 430/-
during the period of the entire course for the purpose of the warm clothes (No.F.33-22/74-UTI

X.  Execution of a bond in the case of professional courses of study :

Scholarship for professional course of studies will be granted only after getting a bond
executed by the pupil to serve the Administration in the islands for a period of atleast five years, if
so required by the Admenistration within a period of one year after the successful completion of the
course, Failure to comply with the requirement will render the parent/guardian of the pupil liable to

: refund the whole amount of scholarship which the pupil might already have received. The parcnt/
guardian of the people shall also be required o execute an agreement on the presribed form
binding himself 1o refund to the Govt. the approval of scholarships allowance which have heen
received by the pupil in the event of forfeiture of the scholarship under the above rules.
